ET1002 English as a Foreign Language B

Credits: 20.0 Semester: 2

Prerequisite:; ET1001 or equivalent

Anti-requisite: Native speaker of English

Description: This module will complete the study of grammatical structures, and develop a wider range of

vocabulary. It helps course members to develop the ability to read and process several types of texts and to write
accurately and appropriately in a range of styles. They will also focus on listening and speaking skills required for
both academic and non-academic contexts, with an emphasis on avariety of registers.

Teaching: At least four classes.
Assessment: Continuous Assessment = 20%, 3 Hour Written Examination = 50%, Oral Examination = 30%

Re-Assessment: 3 Hour Written Examination = 50%, Oral Examination = 50%

L11001 Foundations of Language 1

Credits: 20.0 Semester: 1
